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A. Using Google  search for book by title.

Using Google Book Search, I searched for the book title  The Battle of the Labyrinth.  It is a children's book by author Rick Riordon.

B. Learn more about the book , identify the library from which you can borrow the book.

After clicking on the book's title on the result screen I was able to then click on Borrow this Book which will find this book in a library on the right hand side of the screen.  World Cat search screen came up with a book details including publisher, date of publication, ISBN and more.  The default location to search libraries was Elmira, NY.  I typed in my zip code and the result was 1454 libraries, the closest being 41 miles away at the Rochester Public Library in Rochester, NH.

C. Using advanced search in Google Books search for a popular magazine  provide the information on how to subscribe to the magazine.

Using the advanced search screen I typed  “Men's Health” in the 'with all the words' field, turned on the magazine radio button and was able to find a result that matched the magazine.  This successful result was after numerous unsuccessful attempts searching other magazine titles.  To obtain subscription information I clicked on the “Read This Magazine”tab and the subscribe option was available to click on the right side of the screen.
