The book lists earliest recorded historical firsts through the year prior to publication.  These firsts apply only to the United States.  This is a ready reference tool intended to give users thoroughly researched quick and reliable answers.  The entries contain full names, complete dates, places, & events compiled from “original letters, advertised literature, circulars, catalogs, historical documents, and other source material from (the author’s) home library and special collections.”  The book is arranged alphabetically by subject with similar items grouped together.  There are 4 indexes including: geographical, chronological, biographical, and by days within the month.  The preface page is signed by the author and dated, January 23, 1950.
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
