Format 

Print and online as Book Review Digest Plus

Scope

Book Review Digest provides excerpts of reviews and citations of current English language children and adult fiction and non fiction books, over 8,000 per year.  Book Review Digest gathers reviews from 109 leading periodicals published in England, Canada, and the United States. Print edition is available from 1905 - .

Relation to Similar Works

Book Review Index; Children's Catalog; Fiction Catalog; The Reader's Advisor.

Authority 

Reviews are collected from 109 leading periodicals published in England, Canada, and the United States.  Reviews are only included in the Digest if they are within 18 months of the books publishing.

Treatment

For the usage of patrons, researchers, library scholars and librarians looking for reviews of recently published books.  Also of use to a library's collection development team.

Arrangement

The main body of Book Review Digest lists the books reviewed in alphabetical order by the last name of the author or by title when the title is the main entry.  Subject headings are derived from Library of Congress Subject Headings.  Review citations are labeled Review and are arranged alphabetically by the periodical title abbreviation.  There is also a Subject and Title Index following the main body of the Digest.    

Special Features

Online version, Book Review Digest Plus coverage goes back to 1983.  Boasting 1.3 million reviews for over 660,000 books and growing with daily updates.  There are more than 115,000 full text book reviews included online.  A library holdings indicator links with your library's OPAC.

Cost

Minimum annual subscription price is $410 as pricing is based on a service basis.  The subscriber's book budget determines its annual subscription rate.  Published monthly (with the exception of February and July) with a bound cumulation each year.  

The Columbia Granger's Index to Poetry in Anthologies

Kale, T. (ed).  (2001).  The Columbia Granger's Index to Poetry in Anthologies (12th edition).  New York:  Columbia University Press.

Format 

Print; 12th edition reviewed.

Scope

Indexes poetry in anthologies through December 31, 2001.  Includes 81,000 poems, 149 anthologies in the index are new in the 12th edition.  This edition also indexes over 12,000 authors writing on more than 4,000 subjects. 

Authority 

Complied by the press along with consultants to provide indexing to poetry through title, first line, author and subject found in anthologies.

Treatment

For the use by the general patron with an interest in poetry, researchers and scholars.  

Arrangement

The index is divided into three sections:  Title, First Line, and Last Line Index; Author Index; Subject Index.  Each of these index divisions is arranged alphabetically.  

Special Features

Users can research the first line of a poem and/or the last line of a poem by using the title, first line, and last line index.  A related web site is Columbia Granger's World of Poetry which contains over 250,000 poems that can be searched by poet, poem, subject, first line and poem text.

Cost

$295 for the 13th edition; online subscription price ranges from $475 to $1,200 annually depending on library size and specialty.

Humanities Index

(2006).  Humanities Index.  New York:  H.W. Wilson Company.

Format 

Published monthly in March, June, September and December with a bound annual cumulation each year.

Scope

Humanities Index indexes more than 450 periodicals.  In addition to articles, interviews, obituaries, bibliographies, reviews of plays, operas, ballets, dance, musicals, motion pictures, video recordings, television and radio programs, and works of fiction, drama, and poetry are indexed as well.  

Relation to Similar Works

American Humanities Index; Humanities and Social Sciences Index;  Arts & Humanities Citation Index.

Authority 

The Committee on Wilson Indexes of the American Library Association's Reference and User Services Association advises the publisher on indexing and editorial policy.  Journals are added based upon the Committee's study of content of the work.

Treatment

For use by scholars completing research projects, librarians in search of specific reference query answers as well as the general user interested in the scope of the Index.

Arrangement

Authors and subjects entries are arranged together in one alphabet.  

Special Features

Citations to book reviews are also included in the Humanities Index.  Reviews are listed alphabetically following the main division.  

Cost

Minimum annual subscription price is $570 as pricing is based on a service basis.  The subscriber's book budget determines its annual subscription rate, contact the publisher for a rate quote.

Media Review Digest

Regan, L.O. (1990).  Media Review Digest: Volume 19.  Ann Arbor, Michigan:  Pierian Press.

Format 

Evaluated volume 19 in print.

Scope

Media Review Digest contains approximately 40,000 citations and cross references to reviews and descriptions of films, videocassettes, videodiscs, and filmstrips; educational and spoken-word records and tapes; slides, transparencies, illustrations, globes, charts, media kits, games, and other miscellaneous media forms.  MRD also includes reviews of feature films.  

Authority 

Pierian Press employs editors along with members of an Advisory Board to compile Media Review Digest.

Treatment

For use by cataloging and reference librarians, and those in the educational field.

Arrangement

The printed volume is divided into sections according to media forms:  Film and Video; Filmstrips; Audio; Miscellaneous.  Each section is listed alphabetically by title or other main entry.  All media forms of a specific title are listed together however cross referencing is listed as needed for other entries.  There is also several indexes included in MRG; Video Index, General Subject Index, Alphabetical Subject Index, Reviewer Index, and Geographical Index.

Special Features

Pricing of entries is included in the citation as well as audience level indicators where applicable.    Also included in MRG is a section of awards and prizes given during the year of coverage as well as a section titled Mediagraphies, which includes interviews or articles of persons involved with films.   

Reader's Guide to Periodical Literature 

Reader's Guide to Periodical Literature:  New York: H.W. Wilson.

Format 

Printed version as well as an electronic version.  

Scope

Indexed over 300 popular current magazines.  

Relation to Similar Works

Children's Magazine Guide; Magazines for Libraries; Standard Periodical Directory.

Authority 

Indexed by trained librarians and/or subject specialists.  The Readers' Guide to Periodical Literature indexes articles from more than 300 popular magazines.  

Treatment

Readers' Guide is intended for students and general readers as well as researchers as it is not limited to one subject but covers all topics.

Arrangement

Authors and subjects are arranged in one alphabet.  Under the author and subject entries, titles of magazines articles are arranged in alphabetical order by the first word of the title.   Subdivision of a subject are arranged alphabetically under the subject (How to Use Readers' Guide).

Special Features

There is an index to book reviews as well as audio visual reviews.  Also available online is the Reader's Guide Full Text, Mega Edition which provides full text articles through library databases that are URL compliant.  

Cost

$440 U.S. Published 12 times a year.  A quarterly issue appears four times a year and cumulates the entries for a three-month period.  A hardbound volume is published at the end of the indexing year and brings together all entries for that year.

Book Review Index

Ferguson, D. (2006).  Book Review Index.  Detroit: Thomson Gale.

Format 

Print; also available online as Book Review Index Online Plus (index only resource) and Book Review Index Plus (5 million review citations and more than 660,000 full text reviews).

Scope

Evaluated volume cumulates the three issues for 2006.  Reviews of any type of book, audio book, or e-book that has or is about to be published.  Book Review Index uses over 400 publications from the United States, Canada, Europe, and Australia.  

Relation to Similar Works

Book Review Digest; What Do I Read Next.

Authority 

Compilation of Book Review Index is completed by Thomson Gale staff members as well as the assistance of the publishers of the journals indexed within BRI.

Treatment

Intended for school, academic, professional and personal use.

Arrangement

BRI is divided into two major portions.  The main section presents book review citations arranged by the name of the author of the reviewed book.  The section portion of BRI is the Title Index, which allows users to access to entries by using the title of the work.  Publications included in BRI are indexed in a section entitled Publications Indexed.

Special Features

Included citations for both newly published and older materials.

Cost

$448 for print edition.

Children's Magazine Guide

(2008).  Children's Magazine Guide.  Santa Barbara, California:  Libraries Unlimited.

Format 

Printed 9 issues per year, with the August issue being a culmination of June, July, and August.  Also and online portal to the CMG.

Scope

Subject index to over 60 magazines for elementary and middle school students.  Also included is related web citations to included articles.  

Relation to Similar Works

Reader's Guide to Periodical Literature; Ulrich's International Periodicals Directory; Standard Periodical Directory; Magazines for Libraries. 

Authority 

Children's Magazine Guide (CMG) indexes a cross-section of children's magazines that support the elementary and middle school curricula, as well as addressing the needs of public library children's rooms.  CMG assures that magazines selected for inclusion are useful for reference, accurate, have child appeal, and be written at a level appropriate for the audience.  Magazines are also selected based upon the likelihood of being included in a libraries collection.

Treatment

Of use to librarians, teachers, parents, and children as a research guide, a curriculum tool, as well as serving as a gateway to locating related articles that are age orientated on a wide array of topics.

Arrangement

Subjects are listed in alphabetical order.  Also included are reviews listed under the subdivision  REVIEWS.  The CMG uses two cross referencing tools; see and see also.

Special Features

CMG now features the inclusion of Index of Professional Journals – School Library Edition.  This index is located in the back of each printed edition of CMG and includes articles from 6 major school library magazines.

Cost

U.S. $79.95 1 yr.; 9 issues per year; access to CMG Online.

New York Times Index

(1913- ). New York Times Index.  New York: New York.

Format 

Print version of the New York Times Index as well as citations available for recent articles from the New York Times in an online periodical index hosted by EbscoHOST.

Scope

Provides annual indexing of the New York Times articles.  Printed semimonthly (1948-) with quarterly (1913-1929) and monthly with annual cumulations (1930-1947).

Relation to Similar Works

Christian Science Monitor Index; Wall Street Journal Index.

Authority 

The New York Times is one of the best known newspapers across the country.  The Times offers extensive national and international news coverage, including documents and speeches, detailed obituaries, business reports, art and fashion news, as well as reviews of books, movies and plays.  

Treatment

Intended for general newspaper subject searches by library patrons, researchers, scholars.

Arrangement

Citations are organized alphabetically by subject, personal name, and geographic headings.  Citations include an abstract or summary of an article.  The index also indicated the issue date, page, and column of the article.  

Special Features

The New York Times has a website (www.nytimes.com) where recent articles and reviews can be located.  Also on the website is a searchable archive of article citations from the New York Times where summaries can be viewed for free but users will be charged for full text article access. 

Cost

Short Story Index

Greenfieldt, J.  (2004).  Short Story Index.  New York:  H.W. Wilson Company.

Format 

Print (also available online)

Scope

Indexes approximately 4,300 stories from more than 200 collections and 50 periodicals each year.  Published each October Short Story Index contains stories published during the previous year.  A cumulation is published every five years. 

Relation to Similar Works

Essay and General Literature Index.

Authority 

H.W. Wilson Company editors collect and compile the short stories provided to them from literary publishers.

Treatment

As the publisher H.W. Wilson states, Short Story Index is for the reader seeking short fiction by a favorite  author, the teacher looking for the quintessential example of a particular genre, or for the student researching the body of work of a literary figure.

Arrangement

Short Story Index indexes stories by title, author and subject in a single alphabet listing.  A separate section is a list of collections indexed and a third section is devoted to a directory of periodicals.

Special Features

Also available in electronic format, Short Story Index online contains more than 96,000 stories including full text of over 4,000 stories.  

Cost

$260 for the print index.
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
