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1. CONSULS
a. What does CONSULS Stand for?

CONSULS stands for Catalog for the Connecticut State University Libraries and the State Library.

b. What Libraries make up the holdings of CONSULS?

Elihu Burritt Library (CCSU); J. Eugene Smith Library (ECSU); Hilton C. Buley Library (SCSU); Hass and Young Libraries (WCSU); and The Connecticut State Library make up the holdings of CONSULS.

c. Name some of the types of searches  you can perform in CONSULS.

There are many types of searches a user can perform including:  Keyword; Title; Author; Subject; Journal Title; Author and Title Search; Family Name; LC. Call No,; Dewey Call No,; Local Call No.; Federal Documents Call No.; ISBN/ISSN; OCLC No.; there is also an advanced search feature.

d. How can you get help with searching on CONSULS?

There is a Help icon in the top right of the screen which brings you to several options of help including:  Navigation; Course Reserves; Pin Codes; Preferred Searches; Renewals; Searching; and Search Tips.

2. Library Of Congress 

a. Is Library Of Congress  the national Library of the USA?

Yes the Library of Congress is recognized as the national library of the United States.

b. What levels of searching can one perform in the LC Catalog?

By following the Library Catalogs link on the homepage of the Library of Congress, a user can perform a basic search or a guided search.  Other online catalogs available on the page are Prints and Photographs Online Catalog (PPOC); Sound Online Inventory & Catalog (SONIC); Alternative Interface to the Online Catalog or Z39.50; Copyright Records; as well as Other Libraries' Catalogs.

c. Name some Web 2.0 projects currently posted to the LC catalog.

The Library of Congress has its own blog site and the website is available for RSS and provides a link to its blog.  Also available are webcasts and podcasts.  There is an option for users to sign up for email alerts on a host of topics.  The Library of Congress has also joined the Ad Council for three new television spots and is launching the reading-based Storybook Adventure for young users.

d. What is the relationship between the Library Of Congress and the Copyright Office of the US Congress?

Located at the Library of Congress the Copyright Office is a branch of the Library of Congress' organization.  On the Library of Congress website there is a direct link to search the copyright catalog.

3. British Lending Library
a. What is the main Catalog of the British Library Called?

The main catalog is called the Integrated Catalog.

b. What are some of the early printed catalogs in the British Catalog?

Some of the earliest titles in the British catalog include: The Diamond Sutra; Magna Carta; copies of Leonardo Di Vinci's notebooks.

c. What services are offered by the British Library?

The British Library is a legal deposit which means the library is entitled to automatically receive a free copy of every published book in the United Kingdom as well as The Republic of Ireland.  There is a  Business and IP center within the British Library.  The library also houses Exhibits throughout the year.  The National Philatelic Collection is also housed at the library.  The library offers a Reading Room for scholars and those who need items at the British Library that are unavailable at other institutions.

d. Name some of the special catalogs from the library on the Web.

Some of the special catalogs available from the British Library on the Web include:  Newspaper Catalogue; British National Bibliography Catalogue; English Short Title Catalogue; Manuscript Catalogue; Sound Archive Catalogue; Current Serials Catalogue; Bookbindings Catalogue; Business Information Catalogue. 

4. OCLC Catalog
a. What is the OCLC Catalog called?

The OCLC catalog is called WorldCat; the OCLC's Online Union Catalog. 

b. What is the difference between the OCLC Catalog and the other three catalogs above?

It is a worldwide collection of member libraries  including over 60,000 libraries in 112 countries around the world.

c. What is another name for OCLC based on our previous discussions on electronic sources of information?

The OCLC is an OPAC (the world's largest) as well as a bibliographic database.

d. Is there a free version of the OCLC catalog?

There is a free affiliate program with OCLC's WorldCat.
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
